Travel Clinic


We are trying to improve the clinics we provide for travellers. We aim to create more clinic appointments, allowing us to see more people and hopefully avoid long delays in being seen. To achieve this without having an impact on our commitment to providing our core NHS nursing care, we need people to obtain a “Travel Health Brief” prior to your appointment. This travel pack tells us what injections you may need for the countries you are travelling to. Please read it carefully and think about whether you are happy to receive all injections suggested.
When you book an appointment for a travel clinic, you will be asked to obtain the Travel Health Brief (please print the whole brief as there is relevant information on all pages). The nurses will need to review the Travel Health Brief during the appointment to confirm which vaccinations are required and confirm any fee that will be required. We will be unable to do the vaccinations without it. You will only need 1 Travel Health Brief per family. 
The majority of vaccinations needed for travelling will be covered under the NHS and will be free of charge and there is a small administration charge of £10 for the Travel Clinic appointment. Please also note that Rabies and Meningococcal ACW&Y are not kept in stock so you may be asked to come back for a second travel clinic appointment.  The costs of charges for vaccinations are printed on the reverse side of this form.

You can print the Travel Health Brief from this site. 
· Please note that during registration it will ask you to select your GP surgery from a list. Please select ‘GP Unknown’.
· It will also ask you to give details of previous treatment. This information is not needed for your appointment so please simply choose one (e.g. tetanus) and tick ‘exact date administered unknown’. It will then let you proceed to the next page.

If you would like a list of your previous vaccinations, we can print off details of vaccinations that have been given at the surgery – please speak to one of the receptionists If you have had vaccinations elsewhere we will not routinely have a record of this, and you will need to consult the vaccination record that you should have been given at the time. 

We are happy to provide travel clinic appointments for all individuals going on holiday irrespective of the number of countries being visited and how long the trip is. We are happy to offer vaccinations for both holiday makers and business travellers alike. However we are not able to provide immunisations for occupational health.
There is a small administration charge of £10 for the Travel Clinic.

Please also note that some vaccinations require more than one injection, and take up to 1 month for maximum effectiveness to be reached. Please book your appointments as early as possible to ensure you are correctly protected.
